TOKELAND WA : Located on the Tokeland Peninsula, the town of Tokeland is a quiet seaside 

village located where Willapa Bay meets the Pacific Ocean, south of Westport, about 2.5 hours 

from Seattle. The area is named for Chief Toke of the Chehalis Tribe who used the area as his family 

summer home, and is home to the Shoalwater Bay Indian Reservation. Crabbing, fishing, and clam 

digging are popular. Tokeland’s beaches provide scenic opportunities for beachcombing, kite fly-

ing, storm watching, whale watching, and painting.
